Friends of Mothers’ Home: 
I have had the great fortune to know first-hand how Mothers’ Home 

can give second chances. My name is Annie McDonald and I am the 
Communication Coordinator here at Mothers’ Home. I am also the proud 
mommy of an adventurously spirited boy, A.J. But before I was either a 
mommy or an employee here I was a resident.   

In October 2008, when I found out I was pregnant, I was in a very 
unhealthy and dangerous relationship. My abusive fiancé had wanted me to 
get pregnant believing that I would be too scared to leave him if we had a 
baby on the way. Just the opposite was true; the pregnancy was my 
motivation to escape. Within a week of discovering I was expecting I had 
talked with a crisis case manager at a community health clinic who set it up 
for me to live in a safe house for women fleeing from domestic violence. 

This was a time of great turmoil for me. I was always scared; scared 
that he would find me, scared of what would happen if he did, and scared 
for my unborn baby’s future. I essentially had to go underground, avoiding 
friends and any regular places I use to go.   This was only a temporary 
solution - by the end of the month I would have had to leave the safe 
house. 

 I had no family to turn to, as they had turned their backs on me when I 
told them that I would not abort or give up my child. My only option, I 
thought was to go to a city shelter. I found a listing of places for homeless 
mothers on the bulletin board of the safe house I was staying at and began 
calling. Every number I called I was turned away from until I got to the last 
name on the list, Mothers’ Home. 

I called and spoke to Mr. Don Corcoran, and moved in to Mothers’ 
Home just before Christmas of 2008. I was welcomed by both the staff and 
residents.  For the first time in a long time I had a sense of stability. Being at 
Mothers’ Home was exactly what I needed, I was able to reevaluate my life 
and move on from the trauma of my past. I began to live again.  I joined and 
became involved at the local parish and flourished in the Mothers’ Home 
program. Mothers’ Home not only gave me a second chance it also gave me 
the gift of hope. 

Soon after moving on from Mothers’ Home I was terminated from my 
job as a receptionist, soon after I was hired for a part time position at 
Mothers’ Home. Now I work full time at Mothers’ Home and have my own 
apartment in Rockledge. I am extremely grateful to be able to give back to 
Mothers’ Home, a place that has given me so much. 

I am also grateful to the donors and volunteers that give so selflessly  
their time, money, and items. It is because of them that Mothers’ Home is 
able to continue to give hope & second chances to mothers in need.

We would like to bring special attention to a resident of our home Sayeeda for her quick thinking and selfless 
lifesaving act. One day in December, Dominique’s son, baby DJ then 4 weeks old, stopped breathing while 
being nursed. DJ’s mom who is certified in CPR panicked as she saw her son turning blue. Sayeeda who is 
expecting to deliver in early spring quickly jumped into action and successfully performed CPR and saved DJ’s 
life. This event reinforced the importance of CPR and First Aide training for all community members. 

Mothers’ Home applied for a grant to 
aid in the cost to have every mother 
who resides with us be certified in CPR. 
As a result a $1,000 grant was awarded 
for CPR training.   This is a great start, 
but we still need your support to reach 
our goal of having a CPR training 
program.
